
Kerbstone 52 is on the Northwestern side of the mound, directly opposite the entrance stone. 
Archaeological investigations were carried out to establish if there was a second tomb concealed behind 
this stone. These investigations proved inconclusive, though it is interesting to note that an earlier mound 
was discovered proving that this area was of ritual significance even before the great mound and chamber 
at Newgrange had been constructed.
